A non-resident shall not trap more than one raptor per permit year (July 1 — June 30) in
this state.

The Peregrine trapping season is September 20th through October 20th. Applications must be received by the department no later
than the close of business on March 31st. Late arrivals will not be eligible. All applicants will be notified, via email, of the drawing
results no later than April 15,
