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Deer Breeder Program
Transfer Permit Instructions
Sections 1, 2 and 3 are REQUIRED to activate a Transfer Permit. The Transfer Permit MUST be
activated PRIOR to the transportation of deer. All blanks must be completed unless otherwise
stated below. Transfer Permits may be activated by telephone, fax or internet/online (internet when available).

1.    Applicant Information

Confirmation Number:  The confirmation number is provided by Texas Parks and Wildlife Department (TPWD) Law Enforcement Communications Center (L.E. Communications). The confirmation is REQUIRED ONLY on telephone activations.

Serial Number:  The breeder or the agent of the breeder must provide the breeder's TX serial number. If someone other than the licensed breeder or agent is activating the permit, then that individual MUST complete the Request for Non-Breeder Serial Number form to obtain a NB serial number.

Name and Telephone Number:  Identify the name and telephone number of the person activating the permit. The telephone number should be the best way to reach the individual in the even that there is a problem with the transfer paperwork.
Effective Date and Time:  The effective date and time identifies the start of the 48-hour period during which deer will be transported.

2. Source of Deer

Name of Source:  Identify the person who is providing the deer (source of deer).
Serial Number:  If the deer are being transferred from a permitted Texas breeding facility, identify the breeder's TX serial number from which the deer are originating.

Facility ID:  The facility identification is required for all source facilities. A Request for Registration of Site or Facility Form must be completed for nursing or medical facilities that are not part of a licensed deer breeding facility and for DMP sites prior to or at the time of activation of a Transfer Permit.

County:  Identify the (source) county from which the deer are being transferred.

Facility Type:  Identify the type of facility from which the deer are being transferred.  Check ONLY ONE box.
3. Destination of Deer
Name of Receiver:  Identify the person who will be receiving the deer.

Serial Number: If the deer are being transferred to a permitted Texas breeding facility, identify the Texas serial number of the breeder receiving the deer.
Facility ID:  The facility identification is required for all destination facilities. A Request for Registration of Site or Facility Form must be completed for Release Sites, Out-of-State Facilities, DMP sites and for nursing or medical facilities that are not part of a licensed deer breeding facility prior to or at the time of the activation of a Transfer Permit.

State:  For out-of-state transfers, please identify the two-letter abbreviation for the state to which the deer are being transferred. If deer are being transported out of the country, be sure to include the destination country.

County:  Identify the (destination) county to which the deer are being transferred.

Facility Type:  Identify the type of facility to which the deer are being transferred.  Check ONLY ONE box.

4. Deer Information

This section must be completed PRIOR to the transporting of deer.  Specific deer information is not required to activate a Transfer Permit BUT must be completed prior to transporting the deer.  The Transfer Permit identifying the unique numbers of the deer being transferred must be carried in the vehicle with the deer at the time of transporting.  Only the deer listed on the Transfer Permit are authorized to be in the trailer.
LEGEND:  MD=mule deer, WTD=white-tailed deer; Sex: M=male, F=female; Age: A=adult, F=fawn (a deer < 1 year of age at the effective date of the permit); Old Tag # (i.e., yellow 7) and New Tag # (i.e., red 5) are NOT required. These boxes may be used for other comments.
5. Certification
This section is REQUIRED to be signed by an authorized individual from either the source or destination facility or both.

The completed Transfer Permit must be received by L.E. Communications no later than 48 hours following the completion of all activities under the Transfer Permit. If no deer were transferred under an activated Transfer Permit, please indicate by writing "NO DEER TRANSFERRED," and submit to L.E. Communications (available 24 hours) – voice: (512) 389-4848, fax: (512) 389-8080.

Transfer Permit Continuation (Page 2) Instructions
This continuation page may only be used in conjunction with page one of the Transfer Permit. 

Please be sure to indicate the page numbers in the upper right hand corner of 

all pages of the Transfer Permit form (i.e., Page 1 of 3, Page 2 of 3, etc).

When completing this form, please PRINT LEGIBLY.


Confirmation Number:  The confirmation number is provided by Texas Parks and Wildlife Department (TPWD) Law Enforcement Communications Center (L.E. Communications). The confirmation is REQUIRED ONLY on telephone activations. The confirmation number should be identical to the confirmation number on page one of the Transfer Permit.

Effective Date and Time:  The effective date and time identifies the start of the 48 hour period during which deer will be transported. The effective date and time on page 2 should be identical to the date and time on page one of the Transfer Permit.

Source Facility ID: The facility identification is required for all source facilities. A Request for Registration of Site or Facility Form must be completed for nursing or medical facilities that are not part of a licensed deer breeding facility and for DMP sites prior to or at the time of a faxed activation of a Transfer Permit. The source facility ID should be identical to the source facility ID on page one of the Transfer Permit.
Source Name: Identify the name of the individual who is providing the deer (source of deer). The source name should be identical to the source name on page one of the Transfer Permit.

Destination Facility ID:  The facility identification is required for all destination facilities. A Request for Registration of Site or Facility Form must be completed for Release Sites, Out-of-State Facilities, DMP sites and for nursing or medical facilities that are not part of a licensed deer breeding facility prior to or at the time of a faxed activation of a Transfer Permit. The destination facility ID should be identical to the destination facility ID on page one of the Transfer Permit.
Name of Receiver: Identify the name of the individual who will be receiving the deer (destination of deer). The name of the receiver should be identical to the name of the receiver on page one of the Transfer Permit.

Deer Information, continued
This section must be completed PRIOR to the transporting of deer.  Specific deer information is not required to activate a Transfer Permit BUT must be completed prior to transporting the deer.  The Transfer Permit identifying the unique numbers of the deer being transferred must be carried in the vehicle with the deer at the time of transporting.  Only the deer listed on the Transfer Permit are authorized to be in the trailer.
LEGEND:  MD=mule deer, WTD=white-tailed deer; Sex: M=male, F=female; Age: A=adult, F=fawn (a deer < 1 year of age at the effective date of the permit); Old Tag ID (i.e., yellow 7) and New Tag ID (i.e., red 5) are NOT required. These boxes may be used for other comments.

Certification
This section is REQUIRED to be signed and dated by an authorized individual from either the source or destination facility or both.
