Huntsville State Park

Day Use
An entrance fee of $5 per person per day is charged for
anyone 13 years and older, unless a visitor has obtained
a Texas State Parks Pass or a Parklands Passport. (This
fee is also added to camping fees.)

Group Facilities
Group Screened Shelter - DAY USE ONLY.
$40 per day plus $5 entrance fee per person for anyone
13 years and older. 1,200 sq. ft. Lights, electrical outlets,
ceiling fans, serving counter, picnic tables.

Group Recreational Hall - DAY USE ONLY.
$250 per day plus $1 entrance fee per person for
anyone 13 years and older. 4,000+ sq. ft. Capacity of
200 people. Central heating and A/C. Kitchen area
has a refrigerator, electric range, serving bar and counter.
Separate men’s and women’s rest rooms inside.

Camping
All campsites are limited to
eight people and two vehicles.
You can reserve a specific
camping area, however, choos-
ing specific site numbers is on
a first-come, first-served basis.

Coloneh Camping Area - $15 per night per campsite
for sites 60-121 (water only). Campsite includes picnic
table and fire ring, water faucet shared between two sites.
$20 per night per campsite for sites 26-59 (with 30/50
amp electricity and water). Campsite includes picnic table
and fire ring. Three rest rooms in area with hot and cold
showers, lighted fishing pier, fish cleaning facility. (96 sites)

Raven Hill Trailer Area - $25 per night per
campsite. Pull-through campsites include 30/50 amp
electricity, water, sewer, picnic table and fire ring. Rest
rooms nearby with hot and cold showers. (24 sites)

RV hook-ups with 30/50 amp electricity and water
available at each site. (30 shelters)
